This additional LFD testing recommendation
applies to children in secondary schools and
additionally primary schools if parents/
carers feel comfortable in doing so.

OnlyFansis an online platform, created in the UK. Itis free to join either as a user or creator, but creators monetise their

content by charging subscription fees for users to view it. This content can take the form of photos, videos, live streams

and one-to-one chats. In many cases, users are also required to pay for any additional content they would like to
access. The site has around 50 million users worldwide and is aimed squarely at an adult audience.

Falsified Profiles

OnlyFans asks users to provide
personal information, a‘selfie’ anda
copy of theirID to verify their age.
However,in 2020, a BEC documentary
found evidence of under-18s building
profiles on the platform by using
forged documents or other people’s
ID. Paymentinformation is also
required to activate an account - but
anunder-age user could simply
input someone else’s bank details.

Explicit Content

Althoughit hosts various types of
content creators (chefs, fitness trainers,
artists and so on), OnlyFans has
developeda particular reputation for
showcasing adult materidl.Evenif a
young personon the platform is nat
selling explicitcontent of themselves,
it's likely they will be exposedito prafiles
thatare - and they mayevencome
under pressure to do so from older
usersof the app.

Potential Financial Costs

Online Grooming

Due tothe platform's commercial
nature, there is the potential that
youngpeople maybe offeredmaney
byother users to create specific
content. This represents an increased
possibility of young content creators
being put at risk. If the requests are for
explicit photos or videos, acontent
maker whois under 18 would therefore.
be producing their own child abuse
materidl.

Risk Taking

Intryingto produce the ‘right” content
or fitin with other OnlyFans users,
young peoplemay be more
susceptible totaking chances with the
materid that theyupload. Adalescerts
are more inclinedto take risks as they
developtheir identities andseek
approva intheir peer groups. Oriine,
thistendency mayleadthem into
producing content that theywould not
normally consider making.

OnlyFansis subscription based, raising the riskofracking up sizeable costs veryquickly. When auser clicks follow’ on an accourt they want to subscribe to, their debit or credit cardis
charged.Subscriptions are non refundable and setto auto-renew as default. Many accounts | abelled as ‘free’ still encourage users to donate tips for content they “ve liked.

Maintain a Dialogue
